Archery Tips 
Concentration is a very important part of any 

shot.  Whether you’re hunting or shooting 3-D you need 
concentration to make the best shot.  To build concen-
tration when practicing do not shoot bunches of arrows 
at a time.  Shoot fewer arrows maybe 3 to 5 on some 
days with breaks in between and try to make each shot 
your best.  Each time you do this try to make your 
groups tighter or your scores higher.  On some days 
you may even go as far as only shooting one arrow.  
These exercises will train you to regain your concentra-
tion at will or focus most when you really need to.  
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
