I missed shooting the Deerslayer 3D this weekend, but
did shoot the Clout. When I first heard the term Clout
Shoot, | thought this was something the club made up.
But according to Wiki, Clout archery is a form of archery
in which archers shoot arrows at a flag (known as "the
Clout") from a relatively long distance and score points
depending on how close each arrow lands to the flag.
Wiki doesn't say, but | think it’s a good guess that this
goes back to medieval times when volley archers were an
important part of the military forces.

The Waltonians shoot 180 yards for men, 120 yards for
women.
